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Treaty No. 8

ORDER IN COUNCIL SETTING UP COMMISSION
FOR TREATY 8

P.C. No. 2749

On a report daed 30th November, 1898 from the Supeaintendent General of Indian
Affairs, stating with reference to hisreport of the 18th Jung 1898,uponwhich was based
the Minute of Coundl approved on the 27th of the same month, authorizing the
appointing of Commissione's to negotiate a treaty with the Indians occupying territory to
the north of that already ceded and shown in pink on the attached map, tha in tha report
it was set forth tha the Commissionea of the North West Mounied Police had pointed out
thedesirability of steps being taken for themaking of a treaty with the Indians occupying
the propo%d line of route from Edmonton to Pelly River; tha hehad intimated tha these
Indians, as well as the Beaver Indians of the Peace and Nelson Rivers, and the Sicamas
and Nihames Indians were indined to be turbulent and were liable to give trouble to
isolated parties of miners or traders who might be regarded by the Indians as interfering
with what they consdered ther vested rights; and that he had stated tha the situaion was
made more difficult by the presence of the numeroustravellers who had come into the
county and were scattered at variouspoints between Lesser Slave Lake and Peace River.

TheMinister further states that theview of the Commissionea of the North West Mounied
Police as to the desirability of making a treaty with these Indians beng conaurred in by
the Indian Commissioner, and the Minister beng convinced tha in the public interest it
was necessary to take at the earliest possible date the suggested step, it was recommended
tha Commissionas be appointed with full power to negotiate a treaty. An Order in
Coundl as above stated, issued accordingly; and the preliminary arrangements are now
being made

The Minister, in this connection, draws attention to the fact that part of the territory
marked "A" on the plan attached is within the boundxries of the Province of British
Columbia, and tha in the past no treaties such as have been made with the Indians of the
North West have been made with any of the Indians whose habitat is west of the
Mountins An arrangement was come to in 1876 unde which the British Columbia
Government agreed to the setting aside by a Commission subject to the approvd of tha
Government, of land which mightbe congdered necessary for Indian reservesin different
pats of the Province, and later on the agreement was varied so as to provide tha the
setting apart should be made by a Commissiona appointed by the Dominion Government
whos alotment would be subject to the approvd of the Commissione of Lands and
Works of theProvince.

Asthelndiansto the west of the Mountinsare quite distina from those whose habitat is
on the eastern side thereof, no difficulty ever arose in consequence of the different
methodsof dealing with the Indians on either side of the Mountins But there can be no



doubttha had thedivision line baeween thelndiansbeen artificia ingead of naural, such
difference in treatment would have been fraught with grave dange and have been the
fruitful source of much trouble to both the Dominion and the Provindal Governments.

The Minister submits tha it will nather be politic nor practicable to exclude from the
treaty Indians whose habitat is in the territory lying between the heght of land and the
eastern bounday of British Columbia, as they know nothing of the artificial bounday,
and, being allied to the Indians of Athabasca, will look for the same treatment as is given
to thelndanswhose habitat isin that district.

Althoughtherule has been laid down by the Judicial Committee of the Privy Counal tha
the Province ben€fitting by a surrende of Indian title should bear the burdensinadent to
tha surrende, he the Minister after careful consderation does not think it desirable tha
any demand should be made upon the Province of British Columbia for any money
payment in connection with the proposed treaty.

Tha from the information in possession of the Department of Indian Affairsit is not at
present clear whether it will be necessary to set apat any land for a reserve or reserves
for Indiansin tha pat of the Province of British Columbia which will be covered by the
proposd treaty, butif the Commissionas should find it necessary to agree to the setting
apat of any reserve or reserves in tha territory, the Minister is of opinion that the same
may propely be set asideunde theagreement of 1876 aready referred to.

As it isin the interest of the Province of British Columbia, as well as in tha of the
Dominion, tha the county to be treated for should be thrown open to development and
the lives and propety of thoe who may enter therein safeguaded by the making of
provision which will remove al hogile feeling from the minds of the Indians and lead
them to peacefully acquiesce in the changing conditions he the Minister would suggest
tha the Government of British Columbia be apprised of the intention to negotiate the
proposd treaty; and asit is of the utmog importance that the Commissione's should have
full power to give such guarantees as may be found necessary in regard to the setting
apat of land for reserves the Minister further recommendstha the Government of British
Columbia be asked to formally acquiesce in the action taken by Your Excellency's
Government in the matter and to intimate its readiness to confirm any reserves which it
may befoundnecessary to set apart within the portion of the Province already described.

The Minister further recommendsthat a certified copy of this Minute, if approved, and of
the map attached hereto be transmitted to the Lieutenant Governor of the Province of
British Columbia for theinformation of his Government.

The Committee submit the same for Y our Excellency's approvd.

Treaty No.8 REPORT OF
COMMISSIONERS FOR TREATY No. 8

WINNIPEG, MANITOBA, 22rd September, 1899

TheHonousble
CLIFFORD SIFTON,
Supeintendent Genera of Indian Affairs,
Ottawa.

SIR, --- We have the honou to tranamit herewith the treaty which, unde the Commission
issued to uson the 5th day of April last, we have made with the Indians of the provisond
district of Athabasca and parts of the county adjacent thereto, as described in the treaty
and shown on the map attached.

The dae fixed for meeting the Indians at Lesser Slave Lake was the 8th of June 1899.
Owing, however, to unfavourable weather and lack of boamen, we did not reach the
point until the 19th. But oneof the Commissiona's Mr. Ross --- who went overland from
Edmonton to the Lake, was fortunaely present when the Indians first gathered. He was
thus able to countract the consequences of the dday and to expedite the work of the
Commission by preliminary explanaionsof its objects.

We met the Indanson the 20th, and onthe 214 the treaty was signed.

As the discussions at the different points followed on much the same lines, we shdl
confine ourselves to a genera statement of ther import. There was a marked absence of
the old Indian style of oratory. Only among the Wood Crees were any formal speeches
made, and these were brief. The Beaver Indians are taciturn. The Chipewyans confined
themselves to asking questions and making brief arguments. They appeared to be more
adept a cross-examindion than at speech-making, and the Chief at Fort Chipewyan
displayed consdeable keenness of intellect and much practical sense in pressing the
clams of his band. They al wanted as libera, if not more libera terms, than were
granted to the Indians of the plains Some expected to befed by the Government after the
making of treaty, and all asked for assistance in season of distress and urged that the old
and indigent who were no longe able to hurt and trap and were conequently often in
distress should be cared for by the Government. They requested tha medicines be
furnished. At Vermilion, Chipewyan and Smith's Landing, an earnest appeal was made
for the services of a medical man. There was expressed at every point the fear tha the
making of the treaty would be followed by the curtailment of the huning and fishing
privileges, and many were impressed with the noton tha the treaty would lead to
taxation and enforced military service. They seemed desirous of securing educationd
advantages for ther children, but stipulated that in the matter of schools there should be
nointerference with ther religiousbdiefs.

We pointed out tha the Government could not undertake to maintain Indiansin idleness;
tha the same means of earning a livelihood would continue after the treaty as existed



before it, and tha the Indianswould be expected to make use of them. We told them that
the Government was always ready to give relief in cases of actud detitution, and tha in
seasons of distress they would without any special stipulation in the treaty receive such
assistance as it was usual to give in order to prevent starvation among Indiansin any part
of Canadg and we stated tha the attention of the Government would be called to the
need of some specia provison beng made for assisting the old and indigent who were
unable to work and dependent on charity for the means of sudaining life. We promised
tha supplies of medicines would be put in the charge of pesons selected by the
Government at different points, and would bedistributed free to tho of the Indianswho
might require them. We explained tha it would be practically impossible for the
Government to arrangefor regular medical attendance upon Indians so widdy scattered
ove such an extendve territory. We assured them, however, tha the Government would
always be ready to avail itself of any oppotunity of affording medical service jug as it
provided tha the physician attached to the Commission should give free attendance to all
Indianswhomhemight find in need of treatment as he passed throughthe county.

Our chief difficulty was the apprehenson tha the huning and fishing privileges were to
be curtailed. The provision in the treaty unde which ammunition and twine is to be
furnished went far in the direction of quieting the fears of the Indians for they admitted
tha it would be unreasonable to furnish the means of huning and fishing if laws were to
be enacted which would make huning and fishing so restricted as to rende it impossible
to make a livelihood by such pursuits. But over and above the provison, we had to
solemnly assure them tha only such laws as to hunting and fishing as were in the interest
of the Indians and were found necessary in order to protect the fish and fur-bearing
animals would be made, and tha they would be as free to huntand fish after thetreaty as
they would beif they never entered into it.

We assured them tha the treaty would nat lead to any forced interference with their mode
of life, that it did not open theway to theimpostion of any tax, and that there was no fear
of enforced military service. We showed them that, whether treaty was made or not, they
were subject to thelaw, boundto obey it, and liable to punishment for any infringaments
of it. We pointed out tha the law was designed for the protection of all, and mug be
respected by al the inhabitants of the county, irrespective of colour or origin; and thd,
in requiring them to live at peace with white men who came into the county, and not to
molest them in person or in propaty, it only required them to do wha white men were
required to do as to thelndians

As to educion the Indians were assured tha there was no need of any specia
stipulation, as it was the policy of the Government to providein every part of the county,
as far as circumstances would permit, for the eduction of Indian children, and that the
law, which was as strong as a treaty, provided for nonrinterference with the religion of
theIndiansin schools maintained or assisted by the Government.

We should add tha the chief of the Chipewyans of Fort Chipewvyan asked tha the
Government should undetake to have a railway built into the county, as the cost of
goodswhich the Indians require would be thereby cheapened and the progerity of the



county enhanced. He was told tha the Commissione's had no authority to make any
statement in the matter further than to say that his desire would be made known to the
Government.

When we conferred, after the first meeting with the Indians at Lesser Slave Lake, we
came to the conduson tha it would bebest to make onetreaty covering thewhole of the
territory ceded, and to take adhesions thereto from the Indians to be met at the other
points rather than to make several separate treaties. The treaty was therefore so drawn as
to provide three ways in which assistance is to be given to the Indians in order to accord
with the conditions of the county and to meet the requirements of the Indians in the
different parts of theterritory.

In addition to the annuity, which we foundit necessary to fix at the figures of Treaty Six,
which covers adjacent territory, the treaty stipulates tha assistance in the form of seed
and implements and cattle will be given to thoe of the Indianswho may take to farming,
in the way of cattle and mowers to those who may devote themselves to cattle-raising,
and tha ammunition and twine will be given to those who continueto fish and hunt The
assistance in farming and ranching is only to be given when the Indians actudly take to
these pursuits, and it is not likely that for many years there will be a cal for any
congderable expenditure under these heads. The only Indians of the territory ceded who
are likely to take to cattle-raising are those aboutLesser Slave Lake and along the Peace
River, where there is quite an extent of ranching county; and althoughthere are stretches
of cultivable land in those parts of the county, it is not probable that the Indians will,
while present conditionsobtain, engage in farming further than the raising of roots in a
smal way, as is now done to some extent. In the main the demand will be for
ammunition and twine, as the great majority of the Indianswill continueto huntand fish
for alivelihood.It does not appear likely that the conditionsof the county on either side
of the Athabasca and Slave Rivers or about Athabasca Lake will be so changead as to
affect huning or trapping, and it is safe to say tha so long as the fur-bearing animals
remain, thegreat bulk of thelndanswill continueto huntandto trap.

The Indians are given the option of taking reserves or land in severalty. As the extent of
the county treated for made it impossible to define reserves or holdings and as the
Indianswere not prepared to make selections, we confined ourselves to an undertaking to
have reserves and holdings set apat in the future, and the Indians were satisfied with the
promise tha this would be donewhen required. There is no immediate necessity for the
gened laying out of reserves or the alotting of land. It will be quite time enoughto do
this as advandng settlement makes necessary the surveying of the land Inded, the
Indianswere generally averse to beng placed onreserves. It would have been impossible
to have made atreaty if we had not assured them that there was no intention of confining
them to reserves. We had to very clearly explain to them that the provision for reserves
and allotments of land were madefor ther protection, and to secure to them in perpeuity
afair portion of theland ceded, in the event of settlement advanang.

After making the treaty at Lesser Slave Lake it was decided that, in order to offset the
dday already referred to, it would be necessary for the Commission to divide Mr. Ross



and Mr. McKenna accordingly set out for Fort St. John on the 22nd of June The dae
appointed for meeting the Indians there was the 214. When the decision to divide was
come to, a special messenger was despached to the Fort with a message to the Indians
explaining the dday, advising them tha Commissionas were travelling to meet them,
and requesting them to wait at the Fort. Unfortunaely theIndianshad dispersed and gone
to thar huning grounds before the messenga arrived and weeks before the date
origindly fixed for the meeting, and when the Commissione's got within some miles of
St. Johnthe messenge met them with a letter from the Hudson'sBay Company's officer
there advising them tha thelndiansafter consuming all their provisions set off onthe 1¢
Junein four different bandsand in as many different directionsfor theregular hunt tha
there was not a man at St. John who knew the county and could carry word of the
Commissionas coming, and even if there were it would take three weeks or a month to
get the Indians in. Of course there was nothing to do but return. It may be stated,
however, tha wha hgppened was not altogeher unforeseen. We had grave doubs of
being able to get to St. Johnin time to meet the Indians but as they were reported to be
rather disturbed and ill-disposed on accountof the actionsof miners passing throughtheir
county, it was thoughttha it would be well to show them that the Commissioners were
prepared to gointo their county, and tha they had putforth every possible effort to keep
the engagement made by the Government.

The Commissionasonther return from St. Johnmet the Beaver Indians of Dunvegan on
the214 day of Juneand secured their adhesionto thetreaty. They then proceeded to Fort
Chipewyan to Smith's Landing on the Slave River and secured the adhesion of the Cree
and Chipewyan Indiansat these points onthe 13th and 17th days of July respectively.

In the meantime Mr. Laird met the Cree and Beaver Indians at Peace River Landing and
Vermilion, and secured their adhesion on the 14 and 8th days of July respectively. He
then proceeded to Fond du Lac on Lake Athabasca, and obtained the adhesion of the
Chipewyan Indiansthere on the 25th and 27th days of July.

After treating with the Indiansat Smith, Mr. Ross and Mr. McKennafoundit necessary
to separate in order to make sure of meeting the Indians at Wabiscow on the date fixed.
Mr. McKennaaccordingly went to Fort McMurray, where he secured the adhesion of the
Chipewyan and Cree Indians on the 4th day of Augud, and Mr. Ross proceeded to
Wabiscow, where he obtained the adhesion of the Cree Indians on the 14th day of
Augus.

The Indians with whom we treated differ in may respects from the Indians of the
organized territories. They indulge in ndthe pant nor feathers, and never clothe
themselves in blankets. Thar dress is of the ordinary style and many of them were well
clothed. In the summer they live in teepees, but many of them have log houses in which
they live in winter. The Cree languae is the chief language of trade, and some of the
Beavers and Chipewyans spegk it in addition to thar own tongues. All the Indians we
met were with rare exceptions professing Christians and showed evidences of the work
which missionaies have carried on amongthem for many years. A few of them have had
thar children availl themselves of the advantages afforded by boading schools



established at different missons None of the tribes appear to have any very definite
organization. They are hdd togehe mainly by the language bond. The chiefs and
headmen are simply the most efficient huniers and trappeas. They are notlaw-makers and
leaders in the sense tha the chiefs and headmen of the plains and of old Canada were.
The tribes have no very distinctive characteristics, and as far as we could learn no
traditionsof any import. The Wood Crees are an off-shootof the Crees of the South. The
Beaver Indians bear some resemblance to the Indians west of the mountins. The
Chipewyansare physcally the supeior tribe The Beavers have appaently suffered most
from scrofula and phthisis, and there are marks of these diseases more or less among all
thetribes.

Althoughin mannes and dress the Indians of the North are much furthe advanced in
civilization than other Indians were when treaties were made with them, they stand as
much in need of the protection afforded by the law to aborigines as do any other Indians
of the county, and are asfit subjects for the paternal care of the Government.

It may be pointed out tha huning in the North differs from hurting as it was on the
plainsin tha the Indians huntin a woodel county and ingead of moving in bandsgo
individudly or in family groups

Our joumey from point to point was so hurried that we are not in a postion to give any
description of the county ceded which would be of value But we may say tha about
Lesser Slave Lake there are stretches of county which appear well suited for ranching
and mixed farming; that on both sides of the Peace River there are extensve prairies and
some well woodel county; tha a Vermilion, on the Peace, two settlers have
successfully carried on mixed farming on a pretty extensve scale for several years, and
tha the appearance of the cultivated fields of the Mission there in July showed tha
cereals and roots were as well advanced asin any portion of the organized territories. The
county aong the Athabasca River is well wooded and there are miles of tar-saturated
banks But as far as our restricted view of the Lake Athabasca and Slave River county
enabled us to judge its wedlth, apat from possible mineral development, congsts
exclugvely initsfisheriesand furs.

In going from Peace River Crossing to St. John, the trail which isbengcongructed unde
the supavision of the Territorial Government from moneys provided by Parliament was
passed ove. It was found to be well located. The grading and bridge work is of a
permanent character, and theroad is sure to be an important factor in the development of
thecounty.

We desire to express our high appreciation of the valuable and mog willing service
rendaed by Ingector Snyde and the corps of police unde him, and at the same time to
testify to the efficient manne in which the members of our staff performed thar several
duties. The presence of a medical man was much appreciated by the Indians and Dr.
West, the physcian to the Commission, was mog assiduots in attending to the great
number of Indianswho soughthis services. We would add tha the Very Reverend Father



Lacombe, who was attached to the Commission, zealoudy assisted us in treating with the
Crees.

Treaty No. 8

ARTICLES OF A TREATY made and condudel at the several dates mentionad therein,
in the year of Our Lord onethousnd eight hundied and ninety-nine, between Her most
Gracious Majesty the Queen of Great Britain and Ireland, by Her Commissione's the
Honoumble David Laird, of Winnipeg, Manitoba Indian Commissiong for the said
Province and the Northwest Territories, James Andrew Joseph McKenng of Ottawa,
Ontario, Esquire, and the Honouable James Hamilton Ross, of Reging in the Northwest
Territories, of the one pat; and the Cree, Beaver, Chipevyan and othe Indians
inhabitants of the territory within the limits hereinafter defined and described, by ther
Chiefs and Headmen, hereunto subscribed, of the other part:

WHEREAS, the Indians inhabiting the territory hereindter defined have, pursuant to
notice given by the Honousmble Supeaintendent General of Indian Affairs in the year
1898 been convenad to meet a Commission representing Her Majesty's Government of
theDominion of Canadaat certain placesin the said territory in this present year 1899,to
ddiberate uponcertain matters of interest of Her Mog GraciousMagjesty, of the onepart,
andthe said Indians of the othe.

AND WHEREAS, the said Indians have been notified and informed by Her Majesty's
said Commission that it is Her desire to open for settlement, immigration, trade, travel,
mining, lumbering and such other purposes as to Her Mgesty may seem meet, a tract of
county bounde and described as hereinafter mentioned, and to obtain the consent
thereto of Her Indian subjects inhabiting the said tract, and to make a treaty, and arrange
with them, so tha there may be peace and goodwill beween them and Her Mgjesty's
other subjects, and tha Her Indian people may know and be assured of wha allowances
they are to countuponand receive from Her Majesty's bounly and benevolence.

AND WHEREAS, thelndiansof the said tract, duly convened in coundl at the respective
points named hereunde, and bang requested by Her Maesty's Commissiona's to name
certain Chiefs and Headmen who should be authorized on thar behdf to conduad such
negotiationsand sign any treaty to be foundel thereon, and to become respongble to Her
Majesty for thefaithful performance by ther respective bandsof such obligaionsas shall
be assumed by them, the said Indians have therefore acknowledged for tha purpose the
several Chiefs and Headmen who have sub<cribed hereto.

AND WHEREAS, the said Commissionas have proceeded to negotiate a treaty with the
Cree, Beaver, Chipanvyan and other Indians inhabiting the district hereinafter defined
and described, and the same has been agreed uponand conduded by the respective bands
at the daes mentionad hereunde, the said Indians DO HEREBY CEDE, RELEASE,
SURRENDER AND YIELD UP to the Government of the Dominion of Canada, for Her
Majesty the Queen and Her successors for ever, al ther rights, titles and privileges
whatsoever, to thelandsinduded within thefollowing limits, that isto say:



Commendng at the source of the main branch of the Red Deer River in Alberta, thence
due west to the central range of the Rocky Mountains thence northwesterly along the
said rangeto the point where it intersects the 60th parallel of north latitude thence east
aong said padle to the point where it intersects Hay River, thence northeasterly down
said river to the south shore of Great Slave Lake, thence along the said shore
northeasterly (and induding such rights to the idands in said lakes as the Indians
mentionad in the treaty may possess), and thence easterly and northeasterly along the
south shores of Christie's Bay and McLeod'sBay to old Fort Reliance near the mouth of
Lockhart's River, thence southeasterly in a straight line to and induding Black Lake,
thence southwesterly up the stream from Cree Lake, thence induding said lake
southwesterly along the height of land between the Athabasca and Churchill Rivers to
where it intersects the northern bounday of Treaty Six, and aong the said bounday
easterly, northerly and southwesterly, to the place of commencement .

AND ALSO the said Indian rights, titles and privileges whatsoever to all othe lands
wherever situaed in the Northwest Territories, British Columbia, or in any other portion
of the Dominion of Canada

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the same to Her Mgjesty the Queen and Her successors for
ever.

And Her Magesty the Queen HEREBY AGREES with the said Indians tha they shdl
have right to pursuether usud vocationsof huning, trapping and fishing throughoutthe
tract surrendeed as heretofore described, subject to such regulationsas may fromtime to
time be made by the Government of the county, acting unde the authority of Her
Majesty, and saving and excepting such tracts as may berequired or taken up from time
to time for settlement, mining, lumbering, trading or other purposes.

And Her Mgjesty the Queen hereby agrees and undatakes to lay aside reserves for such
bandsas desire reserves, the same not to exceed in all onesquae mile for each family of
five for such number of families as may elect to reside on reserves, or in tha propottion
for larger or smaller families; and for such families or individud Indians as may prefer to
live apart from band reserves, Her Majesty undetakes to provide land in severalty to the
extent of 160 acres to each Indian, the land to be conveyed with a proviso as to non
aliengion without the consnt of the Governor Geneaa in Coundl of Canada the
selection of such reserves, and landsin severalty, to be made in the manne following,
namely, the Supeaintendent General of Indian Affairs shdl depute and send a suitable
person to determine and set apart such reserves and lands, after conallting with the
Indians concerned as to thelocality which may befoundsuitable and open for selection.

Provided, however, tha Her Mgjesty reserves therightto deal with any settlers within the
boundsof any lands reserved for any band as She may see fit; and also tha the aforesaid
reserves of land, or any interest therein, may be sold or otherwise disposed of by Her
Majesty's Government for the use and bendit of the said Indians entitled thereto, with
ther conent first had and obtained.



It is further agreed between Her Majesty and Her said Indian subjects tha such portions
of the reserves and lands above indicated as may at any time be required for public
works, buildings railways, or roads of whatsoever naure may be appropriated for tha
purmpos by Her Mgesty's Government of the Dominion of Canada, due compensation
being made to the Indians for the value of any improvements thereon, and an equivalent
in land, money or other consderation for the area of thereserve so appropriated.

And with a view to show the satisfaction of Her Majesty with the behaviour and good
condud¢ of Her Indians and in extinguishment of al ther past clams, She hereby,
throughHer Commissione's, agrees to make each Chief a present of thirty-two dollars in
cash, to each Headman twenty-two dollars, and to every other Indian of whatever age, of
thefamilies represented at the time and place of payment, twelve dollars.

Her Majesty aso agrees tha next year, and annudly afterwards for ever, She will cause
to be pad to the said Indians in cash, at suitable places and dates, of which the said
Indians shdl be duly notified, to each Chief twenty-five dollars, each Headman, not to
exceed four to a large Band and two to a small Band, fifteen dollars, and to every other
Indian, of whaever age five dollars, the same, unless there be some exceptiond reason,
to be pad only to heads of families for those bdonging thereto.

FURTHER, Her Mgesty agrees that each Chief, after signing the treaty, shdl receive a
slver medd and a suitable flag, and next year, and every third year thereafter, each Chief
and Headman shdl receive a suitable suit of clothing.

FURTHER, Her Majesty agrees to pay the salaries of such teachers to indruct the
children of said Indiansas to Her Mgjesty's Government of Canadamay seem advisable.

FURTHER, Her Magjesty agrees to supply each Chief of a Band tha selects areserve, for
the use of that Band, ten axes, five hand-saws, five auges, one grindgone and the
necessary files and whetstones.

FURTHER, Her Maesty agrees that each Band that elects to take areserve and cultivate
the soil, shdl, as soon as convenient after such reserve is set aside and settled upon,and
the Band has signified its choice and is prepared to break up the soil, receive two hoes,
onespade, one scythe and two hay forks for every family so settled, and for every three
families oneploughand oneharow, and to the Chief, for theuse of his Band, two horses
or a yoke of oxen, and for each Band potatoes, barley, oas and wheat (if such seed be
suited to thelocality of thereserve), to plant the land actudly broken up, and provisions
for one month in the spring for several years while planting such seeds; and to every
family onecow, and every Chief onebull, and one mowing-machine and onereape for
the use of his Band when it is ready for them; for such families as prefer to raise stock
ingead of cultivating the soil, every family of five pesons two cows, and every Chief
two bulls and two mowing-machines when ready for their use, and a like propottion for
smaller or larger families. The aforesaid articles, machines and cattle to be given onefor
all for the encouragement of agriculture and stock raising; and for such Bandsas prefer to
continuehuning and fishing, as much ammunition and twine for making nets annudly as



will amountin value to one ddlar per head of the families so engaged in huning and
fishing.

Andtheundesignal Cree, Beaver, Chipewyan and other Indian Chiefs and Headmen, on
ther own behdf and on behdf of al the Indians whom they represent, DO HEREBY
SOLEMNLY PROMISE and engage to strictly observe this Treaty, and also to condud
and behave themselves as goodand loyd subjects of Her Mgjesty the Queen.

THEY PROMISE AND ENGAGE tha they will, in al respects, obey and abide by the
law; that they will maintain peace between each other, and between themselves and other
tribes of Indians and between themselves and others of Her Magjesty's subjects, whether
Indians hdf-breeds or whites, this year inhabiting and hereafter to inhabit any part of the
said ceded territory; and that they will not molest the person or propety of any inhabitant
of such ceded tract, or of any other district or county, or interfere with or trouble any
person passing or travelling throughthe said tract or any pat thereof, and tha they will
assist the officers of Her Maesty in bringing to judice and punishment any Indian
offending againg the stipulations of this Treaty or infringing the law in force in the
county so ceded.

THEIR HANDS at Lesser Slave Lake on the twenty-first day of June in theyear herein
first abovewritten.

Treaty No. 8
ORDER IN COUNCIL
RATIFYING TREATY No. 8.

EXTRACT from a Report of the Committee of the Honoumble the Privy Coundl,
approved by His Excellency onthe 20th February, 1900.

On a Memorandumdated 8th February, 1900,from the Supeaintendent General of Indian
Affairs, submitting for Your Excellency's consderation the accompanying Treaty made
by the Commissioness, the Honouble David Laird, James Andrew Joseph McKenna
Esquire, and the Honouble James Hamilton Ross, who were appointed to negotiate the
same, with the Cree, Beaver, Chipewyan and othe Indiansinhabiting the territory, --- as
fully defined in the Treaty --- lying within and adjacent to the Provisond District of
Athabasca.

The Minister recommendstha the Treaty referred to be approved, and tha the duplicate
thereof, which is aso submitted herewith, be kept of record in the Privy Coundl and the
origind returned to the Department of Indian Affairs.

The Committee submit the same for Y our Excellency's approvd.

Treaty No.8

REPORT OF COMMISSIONER FOR TREATY No. 8.
DEPARTMENT OF INDIAN AFFAIRS,

OTTAWA, December 11,1900.

The Honousble
The Supeaintendent General of Indian Affairs,
Ottawa.

SIR, --- | beg to report having, in pursuance of the commissionsentrused to me by you,
visited the territory covered by Treaty No. 8, and al the pods from Fort St. John,on the
Uppea Peace River in the west, to Fort Resolution on Great Slave lake in the north.
During tha visit, acting as your commissiong for the purpos, forma adhesions to treaty
were taken from certain Indian inhabitants of the ceded territory bdonging to eight bands
who were nottreated with last year, annuities were pad to al treaty Indians and busness
of a geneal character was transacted with and for them; acting as a commissiong to
receive and hear hdf-breed claims, over three hunded and fifty cases were dealt with;
and acting magisterially as a commissiong of Dominion police and a judice of the peace
for the Territories, nineteen cases of crime and misdemeanourwere disposed of. Separate
reports toudching uponhdf-breed claims, public order and minor Indian matters are beng
submitted.

My commission to take adhesionsto Treaty Eightwas designed to enable me to treat with
the Indians of Fort St. John in the Uppe Peace river, and the various bands on Great
Slave lake tha trade at Fort Resolution, to the end of bringng them into treaty relations
with Her Mgjesty's govenment.

There came to meet me, however, in addition to these, two bandsof Indians undoubéd
inhabitants of the tract covered by Treaty No. 8, with whom | was not empowered to
deal, oneof Crees from Sturgeon lake and oneof Slaves from the Uppea Hay river. Both
of these desired to enter into treaty, and it became necessary to decide whether they, after
having come from distant points to meet onewhom they looked uponas a representative
of the goveanment, were to be dismissed non-plussed and dissatisfied, or to be alowed to
give in thar adhesions It beng impossible to communicate with the department, and as
thetitle of these people to the ben€fits of the treaty was beyond question, the conduson
was unhesitatingly adopted tha it was my duty to assume responsbility and concede
thoe bendits to them. The ingruments embodying ther adhesions are submitted
herewith togeher with those | was empowered to take, which contain the adhesions of
certain of the Indians of Fort St. John and the whde of those of Fort Resolution on Great
Slave lake, whos huning groundslie within treaty limits. It is hopel tha you will
approve this assumption of responsbility, and tha the sanction of His Excellency in
Counal will beextended to all theadhesions



Last year 2,217 Indians were pad. This year 3,323 claimed the annuity, an increase of
1,106, or amog fifty per cent. Of this increased numbe 248 bdong to or have now
joined, bands treated with in 1899, and 858 to the following bands which remained
undealt with in tha year, namely, Crees of Sturgeon lake; Beavers of Fort St. John;
Slaves of Uppa Hay river, who trade at Vermilion; and the Dogribs Y elowknives,
Chipewyans and Slaves of Lower Hay river, who trade at Fort Resolution. Some
Caribooetters, bdonging to the county east of Smith'sLanding on Great Slaveriver, also
came into treaty, but they were incorporated with the Chipewyan band of Smith's
Landing, being allied thereto. Six new chiefs were recognized.

Aswas reported by your commissioness last year, there islittle dispostion on the part of
mog of thenorthern Indiansto settle down uponland or to ask to have reserves set apart.
Dedling, unde your ingructions with demandsfor land, two small provisiond reserves
were lad out at Lesser Slave Lake for Kinosayo's band, and fifteen or sixteen
applicationswere registered for land in severalty by Indians who have already, to some
extent, taken to agriculture.

It appears tha this disndination to adopt agriculture as a means of livelihood is not
unwisely entertained, for the more congenial occupaionsof huning and fishing are till
open, and agriculture is not only arduous to those untrained to it, but in many districts it
as yet remains untried. A conequence of this preference of old pursuits is tha the
govanment will not be called upon for years to make those expenditures which are
entailed by thetreaty when thelndianstake to the soil for subsstence.

The hedlth of the Indians in the district seems to vary with the times. When game is
plentiful it is good; when scarce, it is bad. The want of rabbits along the Peace and Hay
rivers caused suffering to the Beavers and Slaves in pat of the western portion of the
territory last winter; but, in the eastern portion, the Chipewyans were unusudly well off,
cariboobeng plentiful. At Fonddu Lac, it was said, there was | ess disease than for many
years. No such loss of life from starvation as has often characterized northern winters was
reported, and the measures for relieving sick and destitute Indians planned by the
commissiongs last year, opaated well and alleviated distress in many deserving cases.
Dr. Edwards who accompanied me, gave advice and dispensed medicine to a large
number of Indians and vaccinaged many. Great appreciation of his services was
manifested.

At nearly all theimportant points the chiefs and more intelligent men who were present at
the making of treaty last year, asked for extended explanaionsof its terms, in order that
tho=e of thar bands who had failed to grasp its true meaning might be enlightened, and
tha those who were coming into treaty for thefirst time might fully undestand what they
were doing. In the course of the coundls hdd for this purpos, it was possble to
eradicate any little misundestanding tha had arisen in the mindsof the more intelligent,
and great pans were taken to give such explanaionsas seemed mog likely to prevent
any possibility of misundestandingsin future.



Each of the many appointments made was pundually kept, a fact which appeared to give
great satisfaction to both thetraders and thelndians.

Appendd is a summary of the bands paid, showing the admissions to treaty permitted
this year.

There yet remains a numbe of persons leading an Indian life in the county north of
Lesser Slave lake, who have not accepted treaty as Indians or scrip as haf-breeds but
this is not so much throughindispostion to do so as because they live at points distant
from those visited, and are not pressed by want. The Indians of all pats of the territory
who have not yet been pad annuity probably number about500 exclugve of those in the
extreme northwestern portion, but as most, if not all, of this number bdongto bands that
have already joined in the treaty, the Indian title to the tract it covers may be fairly
regarded as being extinguished.

ORDER IN COUNCIL
RATIFYING ADHESIONS TO TREATY No. 8.

EXTRACT from aReport of the Committee of the Honouable the Privy Counal
approved His Excellency onJanuay 3, 1901.

On areport daed December 22, 1900,from the Supeaintendent General of Indan Affairs
referring to the Order in Counal of February 20, 1900,approving of the Treaty known as
Treaty No. 8, made in 1899, with the Cree, Beaver, Chipewvyan and other Indians
inhabiting theterritory lying within and adjacent to the Provisiond District of Athabaska,
and stating tha as the Commissiona's who negotiated the treaty above mentioned, were
unablelast year to meet the Indiansof Fort St. Johnand Fort Resolution, it was necessary
to appoint a Commissiona during the season of 1900 to take the adhesion of the Indians
in thoxe locdities and on March 2, 1900, James Ansddl Macrae, Esquire, was
commissionead by Order in Coundl to obtain such adhesions
